The reconstruction of the Pleasant Street corridor consisted of full street and 
sidewalk reconstruction to improve safety and efficiency of traffic flow. The 
work also included extending the University’s chilled water piping utility in 
the corridor and adding a storm water retention system to control runoff from 
Pleasant Street, which is within the Mississippi River’s urban watershed.
